ATICAN I AT FORTY

The gathering of priests from Atlantic Canada in
Halifax from November 7-10 makes it timely to consider
the Vatican Council's Decree on the Ministry and Life
of Priests (Preshyterorum ordinis). Sponsored by the
National Federation of Presbyteral Councils, supported
financially by benefactors in dioceses of the Atlantic
Region and featuring presentations and discussions led
by Dominican Father Timothy Radcliffe. The meeting's
theme, “Priestly Morale: Does Our Faith Make A
Difference?” will focus on the encouragement of priests
in a time of diminished numbers and increasing
challenges.

The bishops attending the Council did not shirk from
naming some of the difficulties priests face including
loneliness, social pressures, loss of faith and the
seeming sterility of past labours. They went on to assert
that priests also have an unshakeable source of strength
and hope:

“Priests should remember that in performing their tasks
they are never alone. Relying on the power of Almighty
God and believing in Christ who called them to share in
his priesthood, they should devote themselves to their
ministry with complete trust, knowing that God can
intensify in them the ability to love. Let them be mindful
too that they have as partners their brothers in the
priesthood and indeed in the faithful of the entire world.
For all priests cooperate in carrying out the saving plan
of God” (#22).  Continued on back page.
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
